Florence Nightingale is an English nurse. She was born in Florence, Italy on May 12, 1820. She
was the second daughter of wealthy and cultured parents. When she was young, she was so kind and
loved to help people. She decided to become a nurse when she was twenty-four years old. Nursing at that
time was disreputable. However she would not change her attention. When a young man asked her to
marry him, she refused even though she loved him. Everything had to be sacrificed to her vocation.

When the Crimean War broke out, she offered to organize nursing in the war. She sailed for the
Crimea with 38 nurses. She did her work every night. She made the hospital sanitary. She became a
national heroine. She was called “the Angel of the Crimea”/ A sum of money was raised for her by the
people. She used the money to establish the Florence Nightingale training school of nurses at St.
Thomas’s Hospital in 1860. During American Civil War she was often consulted on military nursing
problem. In 1907, she was awarded the Order of Merit, the first woman to be honored.

She died in August, 1910 and her coffin was carried to the family grave by six sergeants of the
